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Message from Head of School 
David Bryan     

In 1995 New Roads started as an 
“experiment” in education, and now 14 
years later the School has evolved into 
a “model” for education.  The 
enthusiasm we feel for our school's 
commitment to social justice, community 
involvement, and inspired teaching and 
learning makes a day at New Roads 
demanding, rewarding and enriching.  It 
is our pride in the accomplishments of 
our students, faculty, parents and 
community that have inspired us again 
this year.   
 
We will be celebrating our 15th 
anniversary in 2010 and we find it 
difficult not to feel grateful to the 
innovative and dedicated individuals 
who first had the idea to create a school 
for educational equality and then sought 
to make the dream a reality.  We 
continue to be inspired by the 
individuals and families who set the 
benchmark for New Roads educational 
excellence in a diverse community.  We 
started as a middle school with 70 
families and this past academic year we 
had 655 students in Kindergarten to 12th 
grades on four campuses in Santa 
Monica, Malibu and West Los Angeles.  
Even with significant growth, New 
Roads has remained unwavering in our 
commitment to provide a strong 
academic program that readies our 
students for college and life in a 
community that closely reflects the 
social, economic and racial diversity of 
Los Angeles.   
 

Each year at least 50% of the students 
at New Roads School receive need-
based financial aid, making our program 
one of the highest among independent 
schools in the country.  Thirty-seven 
percent of our students are from low-
income families (earning less than 
California’s median income).  By 
providing financial aid support to such a 
high percentage of our students and 
fostering a truly economically diverse 
student population New Roads combats 
the polarization of low-income and 
minority families.   
 
Our students’ achievements continue to 
impress and inspire, and the list of 
colleges and universities that our 
graduates now attend attests to their 
many academic achievements. Three 
years ago, 2006, marked the 
establishment of the New Roads School 
Alumni Association and each year we 
see their participation grow. 
 
The year was made even more eventful 
with New Roads School and the New 
Visions Foundation joining forces to 
collaborate on the building of the Herb 
Albert Educational Village on the site of 
the High School campus. These efforts 
require wisdom and commitment and I 
am grateful to our dedicated Trustees 
for the time and expertise they 
contribute. The Herb Alpert Educational 
Village will be an incubator of

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Message from Chairman of the Board 
The New Roads School Board of Trustees 
had a busy year during 2008-2009. We 
have helped the school weather through a 
national economic crisis and we end the 
year looking forward to the construction of 
the Herb Alpert Educational Village and the 
new Santa Monica Middle School, adjacent 
to the high school.  
 
The past school year presented a great deal 
of work and challenges for the Board. We 
welcomed two new Trustees who have 
agreed to join the Board, Ador Lazar and 
Suzy Amis Cameron, who will be lending 
their support and expertise.   And we say a 
fond farewell to Steve Dolcemaschio, who 
has served as the Board Treasurer.  We 
also said “good bye” to Kathleen Chamales, 
William Flumenbaum, James Kang and 
Stan Latham, who have moved on but 
remain committed to New Roads and its 
mission.  I want to give a special thank you 
to the Executive Committee members who 
give so much of their time, wisdom and 
resources and who work many extra hours 
each year to secure the school’s institutional 
foundations.  
 
The Board reconfirmed its commitment to 
the Herb Alpert Educational Village and to 
the goal of providing permanent state-of-the 
art, environmentally sound facilities for the 
school.  While we firmly believe that 
buildings to not make a school, the Board 
does believe that New Roads deserves and 
needs a permanent home that reflects the 
school’s values and ensures a safe and 
inspiring place for students to learn.  In 
addition to the Santa Monica Planning 
Commission giving a green light to the 
Educational Village project, the school, with 
help from the Board, secured a new home 
for the Santa Monica Middle School next 
door to the high school, which will be ready 
for the 2010/11 school year.   
 
The Board also worked on reforming 
working committees, developing educational 

and mentoring tools for Board members, 
and bringing on new Board members who 
reflect the diversity of the school’s 
population.  Importantly, the Board began to 
focus on publicizing New Roads and all its 
special programs to the Los Angeles 
community and tried to get more people 
from the community involved in supporting 
the school and its mission.  The Finance 
Committee made progress ensuring the 
financial stability of the school during very 
difficult economic times. They were 
successful at maintaining financial aid levels 
to continue New Roads’ commitment to 
provide an independent education for those 
who cannot afford to pay full tuition.   
 
We continued in our mission to ensure that 
the institutional and financial foundations of 
the school are solid and we remained 
dedicated to the growth and evolution of 
New Roads as a stellar educational 
institution. New Roads is not simply another 
private school. It offers a unique oasis 
where a diverse population of Los Angeles 
comes together each school year to learn, 
know and respect our culturally rich society.  
The students, faculty and parents bring their 
New Roads’ experiences with them into 
their communities, which helps lead us all to 
a better understanding  of  our world.  
 
The Board of Trustees and I want to offer 
heartfelt thanks to the parents, faculty, staff, 
alumni, students and friends for their loyal 
support and for working together to create 
the truly unique educational experience that 
is New Roads School.

The year started off with four outstanding students from the Santa Monica Middle School’s leadership 
class last year being selected to participate in the National Young Leaders State Conference in San 
Jose, California. 8th graders Lesley Morozin and Sarah Maroun and 9th graders Alma Garcia-Perez 
and Liset Valdivias were nominated by leadership teacher Kika Elias to participate in the conference 
because of their outstanding contributions to our community.

The Posse Program is centered on the belief that a small, diverse group of talented students can serve 
as a catalyst for increased individual and community development. As the United States becomes an 
increasingly multicultural society, the Posse Foundation believes that the leaders of the new century 
should reflect the country’s rich demographic mix. While the Posse Foundation predominantly selects 
Posse Scholars from public schools, it understands that New Roads’ student demographic is very 
different from independent schools and welcomes our students to apply.  Antonia and Devin are the 
fifth and sixth New Roads students to become Posse Scholars.

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Parent Association In The Community 
In keeping with the New Roads’ mission of social 
justice and being a giving part of the greater Los 
Angeles community, New Roads’ families have 
reached out to one another and to the community at 
large. This year resulted in a number of parent- and 
student-driven events that have helped the School 
build goodwill, foster unity and friendship between 
families at the School’s four campuses, and bring the 
tenets of New Roads into Los Angeles. 
 
One Voice -  A large group of families from all four 
campuses volunteered together to bag and box food 
for the winter holidays for One Voice, a charitable 
organization based in Santa Monica that assists low-
income people throughout Los Angeles. Many New 
Roads students also participated in distributing these 
boxes to the needy.

Pennies for Peace -  Inspired by the work of Greg 
Mortenson, an adventurer who wrote about the plight 
of Afghan children in his bestselling book Three Cups 
of Tea, this group formed to assist children in 
Afghanistan and Pakistan by simply collecting pennies.

This year the New 
Roads team had 142 participants and raised more 
than $13,000. The team also walked in honor of 
alumna Andraya Hunter (Class of 2006) who lost her 
battle with AIDS in 2006.

Student Involvement - New Roads students were 
actively involved in helping the community during a 
difficult economic time. The High School student 
council collected more than 1,000 pounds of non-
perishable food and hygiene items for the Los Angeles 
Regional Food Bank; the Santa Monica Middle School 
Leadership Class held a series of bake sales and 
jewelry sales that contributed to the New Roads 
Financial Aid program; the Malibu Middle School held 
a drive to collect toys for children at Skid Row’s 
Midnight Mission; and the Elementary School held its 
annual Trick or Treat Food Drive for the Westside 
Food Bank.

New Roads School has secured approval from the Santa Monica Planning Commission for the 
development of The Herb Alpert Educational Village at the site of the current high school 
campus.  Named for its founding benefactor, the Village will be an innovative, collaborative and 
dynamic learning community providing unparalleled opportunity to further educational research 
and best practices throughout Los Angeles and 
nationwide. 
 
Under the auspices of New Roads School’s 
research arm, the Center for Effective Learning 
(C4EL), and the New Visions Foundation, the 
Village will be an incubator of innovation by bringing 
together in one location diverse elements of the 
education community – researchers, civic 
organizations, students and faculty – to foster 
creative collaborations that confront the challenges 
of improving student success.  As a translational 
education center, the Village will enable educational 
partners to share in basic research concerning 
student learning and to test and implement best 
practices for faculty development and enhanced 
student performance.  
 

 
 
The Herb Alpert Educational Village will include New Roads High School campus and New 
Roads Santa Monica Middle School campus, which will move from its Lincoln Boulevard 
location in September 2010; New Visions Foundation, a non-profit organization dedicated to 
innovation in education; and a convening center with a 350-seat theater plus office and meeting 
space for non-profit organizations committed to furthering education.  Designed by John Berry 
Architects, the integrated Village supports the City of Santa Monica’s vision for new Land Use 
and Circulation and will comprise multiple innovative “green” buildings using locally produced 
materials and relying exclusively on natural light and air flow.
